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The objective of this session is to analyze various types of DX air conditioning systems through simulation model-
ing, in order to determine their capability in controlling humidity in hot and humid climates. Systems to be analyzed
will include: simple on-off control, mixed air bypass, return air bypass, modulating hot gas reheat, and systems in-
cluding combinations of these basic types. The goal is to determine what system configurations can control room
dry bulb temperature and relative humidity under all room load conditions and ambient conditions. The energy im-
pact of each alternative will be simulated with the goal of developing the system which controls under all conditions
with minimum energy usage. With a back to basics approach we will develop the ideal system and solve the indoor
air quality problem with minimum energy usage.

Mr. Knebel currently serves
on the ASHRAE Board of Directors as a DAL.
