Variable Refrigerant Volume Systems 

 
 
The topic of discussion is VRV heating and cooling technol-
ogy using 410A refrigerant systems.  The Variable Refrigerant 
Volume system saves money by reducing energy consumption 
and improving efficiency. The inverter technology enables 
compressor speed to vary according to the cooling/heating 
load so the system consumes only the power necessary to 
match that load. When a room requires lower capacity for 
heating or cooling, the system automatically decreases the 
power supply frequency and uses less energy.  Applications 
for this technology are virtually limitless.  The systems are 
modular, have long life span, energy efficient, quiet, and easy 
to design.

Below is a brief summary of the finances for the chapter for the 2006-2007 fiscal year. It represents the major 
income categories and expenses. In general, the chapter is in good shape. We have plenty of money to run the 
chapter on a day to day level, along with having enough money to start our savings account for the next San An-
tonio CRC.  
 
If you look at the Income and Expenses below, I have a few comments. The cost of our meetings at Oak Hills is 
high, but the quality of service and food (not to mention the convenient location) are going to be difficult to beat. 
Our meeting attendance has gone up substantially since we have started meeting there. The Directory is still a 
money maker, so that’s good. The golf tournament continues to be an excellent source of money for ASRHAE 
Research. The laptop computer was purchased to assist the incoming Treasurers from year to year.   
 
We have also hired an accountant, Susan Wootten, to file our taxes each year. This is a major change from previ-
ous years when it was done by the chapter. At $250 per year, I think this is a major bargain for the chapter. Susan 
has also been kind enough to assist in “cleaning up” the Quickbooks file we use. This should make it easier for 
incoming Treasurers to perform their duties. A laptop was purchased for this reason as well. Every year we have 
to trade out the books and it was very laborious.  
 
The chapter technically “lost” money this year but you need to keep in mind that some years we “make” money 
and some years we don’t. Much of this depends on how generous we want to be with the amount we send back to 
ASHRAE Society in the form of Research Dollars. This year, we sent quite a bit of money to Society.
